At 
the Tippmann World Challenge, the 
paintball laser tag system was used to 
create a laser zombie shoot as an added 
attraction for younger kids. The Alpha 
Black M16's were set up with one laser unit 
and each zombie had the second laser unit 
around their neck. The CCM kept track 
of all hits and zombie kills and a winner 
was announced immediately after every 
two-minute game. The system had 12 units 
set up with a new game starting every five 
to six minutes. Just think of the 
possibilities with paintball laser tag!

Did You Know? 
Europe is a completely different world when 
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it comes to paintball and laser tag. In most cases, firearms are 
outlawed completely, and paintball guns can be considered a 
firearm. To own paintball guns or other air powered guns, a permit 
is required. Some countries do not even allow you to play until you 
are 18 years of age. Anything that launches a projectile is heavily 
scrutinized.  
  
That's the reason why paintball laser tag has exploded in Europe. 
Laser tag offers virtually the same experience without the projectile 
and law restrictions. Europeans can now experience the thrill of 
paintball and an endless amount of creative games. Some parks even 
feature full day scenario camps where attendees train to be a sniper 
and then proceed to carry out a mission on a field featuring very 
fancy terrain. 

Predator Updates - Friendly Fire 
You requested it and we are now adding the feature into the 
upcoming software release. The update, which features controllable 
friendly fire, is due to be released shortly. The new feature allows 
CCM operators to assign teams and prevent players from being able 
to shoot their teammates. This adds more excitement to the game 
and allows field owners to create even more custom games. Friendly 
fire modes will still not be available on gun2gun games. Players 
designated as a "Medic" can still heal all players, even on different 
teams. Keep an eye out for a special bulletin announcing the 
software release and listing the details.
